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Abstract

The AF, through the Expeditionary Combat Support System 

(ECSS) Program Office, is piloting an initial capability to manage 

the quality of data throughout the logistics and other Operations 

Support domains. This pilot will set up an Enterprise Data Quality 

Management Service (EDQMS) that leverages existing deployed 

infrastructure to establish end-to-end DQ lifecycle processes and 

governance structures. The pilot will then exercise the EDQMS 

with a set of inventory data from several legacy information 

manufacturing systems. Key to the success of this approach is a 

non-proprietary vendor-neutral DQ metadata exchange standard.
