
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Local Area Attractions and fun things to do!! 
 
John’s Pass Village- This quaint turn-of-the-century fishing village is Pinellas County's #1 tourist attraction. Over one hundred 
merchants inhabit the Village with unique retail shopping, a variety of restaurants, the local fishing fleet, boat rentals, parasailing 
and jet skiing. Plenty of parking!!  
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd. Follow for 3 ½ miles.  John’s Pass will be on the left just before the bridge into Treasure Island. 
 
Dubai Long Pier- Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. ½ mile.  
Redington Long Pier is on the Left. 
 
Seabird Sanctuary- A Non-Profit Sanctuary for injured birds. See rescued Pelicans, Herons and other native Floridian birds at 
this facility. The Doubletree Beach Resort is one of their biggest supporters and donate food and blankets on an ongoing basis.  
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 mile.  Look for 8 foot Pelican on 
left. Turn into parking lot. 

Smuggler’s Cove Mini Golf- Voted best Miniature Golf in Florida 3 years in a row!! They have real live alligators at 
Smugglers Cove that you can feed!!                                                                                                                                                          
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Follow for approx 1 mile Turn Left on 154th Ave. Parking in back. 

Gulf Scooter Rentals and Gifts – Hourly/daily scooter rentals, shell gifts and jewelry.                                                             
Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx half mile and Gulf Rentals will be on your right.                               

Clearwater Aquarium- A Non-Profit aquarium which is home to ‘Winter’ the famous Dolphin that swims with a prosthetic tail. 
See Dolphins, rescued Turtles, Otters and touch a Sting Ray in the touch tank!!                                                                                   
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd.  Follow for approx. 11 miles.  Go over bridge; road 
then turns left to Gulfview Blvd.  Follow thru to Roundabout and take road for State Road 60/ Memorial Causeway. Follow for 
approx. 1 mile.  Turn left onto Island Estates. Aquarium is on left. 

Morean Fine Arts Center - The Morean Arts Center offers people of all ages and diverse cultural backgrounds the 
opportunity to experience and participate in the arts. This is the home of the permanent Dale Chihuly exhibit, opening July 11th 
2010!!  Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Follow for approx. 5 miles.  Turn Left on Treasure Island Causeway/ 107th St.  Follow for 
approx. 5 miles. At the traffic circle, take the 2nd exit and stay on Central Ave S. Destination will be on the left  

Dali Museum- Visit the world's most comprehensive collection of works by the late Spanish surrealist, Salvador Dali. Come see 
why the Michelin Guide gave them the only three star rating on Florida's west coast! Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Follow for approx. 6 
miles.  Turn Left on Treasure Island Causeway/ 107th St.  Follow for approx. 8 miles.  Turn Right on 16th St.  Follow for approx. 1 
mile.  Turn Left on 5th Ave N.  Follow for approx. 1 mile.  Turn Right on 3rd St.  Follow for approx. ½ mile. 

Holocaust Museum- The Museum is home to the permanent exhibition:  History, Heritage and Hope, which uses original 
artifacts, historical photographs and documents to tell the story of the Holocaust with a special emphasis on the personal stories of 
local survivors.  It also houses the permanent exhibition, Kaddish in Wood:  Woodcarvings by Dr. Herbert Savel.  These carvings are 
of French children who were victims of the Holocaust.  
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Follow for approx. 6 miles.  Turn Left on Treasure Island Causeway/ 107th St.  Follow for approx. 8 miles.  
Road name will turn into Central Ave.  Turn right on 5th St. N.  Follow for half a block.   
 
St. Petersburg Pier- Shopping and sightseeing. Rent a bike as your entire family will love riding around the beautiful waterfront 
parks, museums, retail shops and boutiques, and historic landmarks that St. Petersburg is known for! Hop on one of their specialty 
rental bikes built for single riders, or have the whole family on one multi - rider bike. 
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Follow for approx. 6 miles.  Turn Left on Treasure Island Causeway/ 107th St.  Follow for approx. 8 ½ 
miles until road dead ends.  Road name will turn into Central Ave.  Turn Left and follow for 3 blocks.  Turn right on 2nd Ave. 
 
 



St Petersburg Segway Tours, located at the Museum of History - Ride the Technology of the Future! The only way to 
glide thru St. Petersburg's 4 & 1/2 miles of waterfront parks and attractions. Now each Segway comes with a mister to keep you cool! 
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Follow for approx. 5 miles.  Turn Left on Treasure Island Causeway/ 107th St.  Follow for approx. 8 ½ 
miles until road dead ends (Road name will turn into Central Ave). Turn Left and follow for 3 blocks. Turn right on 2nd Ave. location 
will be on your left. 
 
Sunken Gardens/ Great Explorations- Unwind as you stroll through meandering paths, lush with exotic plants from around 
the world. Explore cascading waterfalls, beautiful demonstration gardens, more than 50,000 tropical plants and flowers.   
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 10 miles.  Merge right toward Hwy 275 South.  Follow for approx. 4 miles.  Exit onto 22nd 
St N.  Turn Left and follow for approx. 3 miles.  Turn Right on 4th St N. Follow for 3 blocks. 
 
Largo Cultural Center – A unique gathering place for Music in the Park and the Arts.  
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 3 miles.  Turn Left on Seminole Boulevard and follow for approx 5 miles. Make right into 
parking lot of the Largo Cultural Center.   
 

Museum of Science and Industry (MOSI)- Admission to MOSI is so much more than just  access to their more than 400 
exhibits (including Disasterville and The Amazing You). When visiting MOSI don't forget your admission includes access to: Kids In 
Charge! - The Nation's Largest Science Center, A film in MOSI's IMAX® Dome Theatre, a Saunders Planetarium showing, a Science 
Works Theater 3-D Film, MOSI's Backwoods and Bio Works Butterfly Garden!!                                                                               Turn 
right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 10 miles. Merge Right toward I-275 N.  Follow for approx. 23 miles.  Exit at Fowler Ave/ 
Exit 51.  Turn Right and follow for approx. 3 ½ miles.  MOSI will be on the Right. 

Tampa Aquarium- Voted one of the top Aquariums in the world with more than 20,000 aquatic plants and animals from Florida 
and around the globe. For the experienced diver they even offer ‘Swimming with the Sharks’!! 
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd. Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 10 miles. Merge Right toward I-275 N.  Follow for approx. 16 miles.  Exit at Ashley Dr/ 
Exit 44.  Merge Right onto Ashley Dr.  Follow for approx. ½ mile.  Turn left onto Jackson St.  Follow for 5 blocks.  Turn Right onto 
Morgan St.  Follow for approx. ½ mile.  Turn Left onto Channelside Dr.  Follow for approx. ½ mile.  Mall is on the Right.  Parking is 
in structure on the Left 
 
Busch Gardens - Busch Gardens is a thrilling African safari and a sun-soaked Florida vacation all rolled into one. Experience 
up-close encounters with wild animals, and explore fascinating attractions based on cultures and legends of far away lands. A unique 
blend of thrilling rides and one of the country's premier zoos featuring nearly 3,000 animals and live shows. 
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 10 miles. Merge Right toward I-275 N.  Follow for approx. 22 miles.  Exit at Busch Blvd/ 
Exit 50.  Turn Left and follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Busch Gardens will be on the left. 
 
Adventure Island - Adventure Island's 30 acres provide water-soaked excitement for guests of all ages. Ease into island time in a 
place where corkscrew slides, waterfalls, a giant wave pool, a rambling river, and other family attractions create a laid-back 
atmosphere and hours of sun-drenched fun. 
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 10 miles. Merge Right toward I-275 N.  Follow for approx. 22 miles.  Exit at Busch Blvd/ 
Exit 50.  Turn Left and follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Adventure Island will be on the right. 
 
Lowry Park Zoo- Natural outdoor exhibits for more than 2,000 animals from Florida and similar habitats include a Native 
Florida Wildlife Center and manatee hospital, Asian Gardens, Primate World, Free-Flight Aviaries, Wallaroo Station children's zoo, 
and Safari Africa. The Zoo also features rides, shows and hands-on interactive exhibits designed to give you a WILD experience.  
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.   
Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park Blvd/ State Route 694.  
Follow for approx 10 miles. Merge Right toward I-275 N.  Follow for approx. 20 miles.  Exit at Sligh Ave/ Exit 48.  Turn Left and 
follow for approx. 1 mile.  Lowry Zoo will be on the Right. 
 
Ybor City- Known as Tampa’s Latin Quarter for over a century, Ybor City is an exotic blend of aromas, flavors, sights and 
sounds.  From the scent of roasting Cuban coffee early in the morning to the rhythms of Latin music late into the night, Ybor is a feast 
for the senses. 
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 10 miles. Merge Right toward I-275 N.  Follow for approx. 17 Miles.  Merge onto I-4 via 
two Right Lanes.  Follow for approx. 1 mile.  Exit at 21st St/ Exit 1.  Turn Right and follow for 7 blocks.  Turn Right onto 7th Ave.  
Main strip is on 6th, 7th, and 8th. 



 
 
Malls, Shopping and Movie Theaters  
 
Seminole Mall- Small mall with stores including Stein Mart, K Mart, Ross, Bealls and a food court. Movie theater located outside 
the mall.    
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 3 miles.  Turn Left on Johnson Rd. Make left into parking lot.  
 
Tyrone Square Mall-  Larger mall with shops such as Macys, JC Penny, Sears and lots of specialty stores.  
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd. Follow for 2 approx. miles.  Turn left on tom Stewart Causeway.  Follow road, merge right onto Alt 19. 
Follow for approx. 3 ½ miles.  Mall is on Right side.  
 
Wagon Wheel Flea Market - Spreading across more than a hundred acres, this weekend flea market regularly attracts scores 
of folks who just can't pass up the thought of getting a bargain. Open Saturday and Sunday. 
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 5 miles.  Turn left into the Wagon Wheel Flea Market.  
  
Seminole 8 Movie Theater- 8 Screen cinema.  
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 3 miles.  Turn Left onto 113th St.  Follow for     1 block.  Turn Right at K-mart shopping 
plaza.  Theater is located directly behind K-mart. 
 
Regal Park Place Movie Theater- 16 Screen cinema with stadium seating. One of the nicest in the area. 
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 8 miles.  Turn Right at traffic light after Home Depot/ Applebee’s. 
 
Baywalk Mall & Theater-   Turn right onto Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 6 miles.  Turn Left on Treasure Island Causeway/ 
107th St.  Follow for approx. 8 miles.  Road name will turn into Central Ave.  Turn Left on 1st St.  Follow for 3 blocks.  Mall will be on 
Left. 
 
Westshore Mall- Macys, Burdines.  
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd. Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 10 miles. Merge Right toward I-275 N.  Follow for approx. 11 miles.  Exit at John F 
Kennedy Blvd/ Exit 39A.  Follow for approx. 1 mile.  Stay in Left lane.  Drive straight into Mall entrance.  
 
International Mall- Upscale Mall with stores such as Nordstrom, Neiman Marcus, Gucci and LouisVuitton.  
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 10 miles. Merge Right toward I-275 N.  Follow for approx. 11 miles.  Exit at John F 
Kennedy Blvd/ Exit 39A.  Follow for approx. 1 mile.  Stay in two Right lanes.  Turn Right at John F Kennedy Blvd.  Follow for approx. 
½ mile.  Turn Left onto Westshore Blvd.  Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles. 
 
Channelside- From the common to quaint, unique boutiques and shopping options await. 
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd. Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 10 miles. Merge Right toward I-275 N.  Follow for approx. 16 miles.  Exit at Ashley Dr/ 
Exit 44.  Merge Right onto Ashley Dr.  Follow for approx. ½ mile.  Turn left onto Jackson St.  Follow for 5 blocks.  Turn Right onto 
Morgan St.  Follow for approx. ½ mile.  Turn Left onto Channelside Dr.  Follow for approx. ½ mile.  Mall is on the Right.  Parking is 
in structure on the Left. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
Sporting locations and Golf Courses 
 
Tropicana Field- Home of the Tampa Bay Rays Baseball Team.  
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Follow for approx. 6 miles.  Turn Left on Treasure Island Causeway/ 107th St.  Follow for approx. 8 miles.  
Turn Right on 16th St.  Follow for one block.  Make Left on 1st Ave S. 
 
Seminole Bowling Lanes- Local bowling facility. Food and alcoholic beverages served. 
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 5 miles. Pass Park. St.  Bowling alley is 1 block past on the Right side. 
 
Raymond James Stadium- Home of the Tampa Bay Buccaneers Football Team.  
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 10 miles. Merge Right toward I-275 N.  Follow for approx. 13 miles.  Exit at Dale Mabry/ 
Exit 41A.  Turn Left and follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Stadium is on the Right. 
 
Tides Golf Course-  A par 72 golf course overlooking beautiful Boca Ciega Bay. The closest Golf Course to the Doubletree. 
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto Park 
Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 3 miles.  Turn Right onto 113th St. Follow for approx. ½ mile.  Turn Right onto 66th Ave.  
Follow until Tides Golf Course. 
 
Seminole Lake Country Club -  Private course that is an exclusive privilege to Doubletree Beach Resort guests.  
Turn right out of Doubletree and make an immediate u-turn to go north to Park Boulevard.  Turn right onto Park Boulevard (State 
Road 694) and follow Park to the light at Starkey Road/Park Street.  Turn right onto Park Street.  Turn right onto Burning Tree Drive, 
the first right after the light.  After about a half mile, turn right onto Baywood Park Drive.  Follow Baywood Park Drive to the 
clubhouse.   
 
Bardmoor Golf Course- Eagle greens that rival tour status.  
Turn right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx.    1 ½ miles.  Merge Right onto 
Park Blvd/ State Route 694.  Follow for approx 5 miles.  Turn Left onto Starkey Rd.  Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Turn Right onto 
Bardmoor Blvd.  Follow for approx. 1 mile.  Turn Left onto Cumberland Rd.  Follow to clubhouse.  
 
Belleview Biltmore Golf Course-  Features 18 championship holes of championship golf. 
Turn Right onto Gulf Blvd.  Make immediate u-turn to travel north on Gulf Blvd. Follow for approx. 7 miles.  Turn Right onto 
Causeway Blvd/ State Route 686.  Follow for approx. 1 ½ miles.  Turn Left onto Indian Rocks Rd.  Follow for approx. 1 mile.  
Clubhouse is on the Right.
