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Linking the knowledge of today with the power of tomorrow 

Having spent the last month working on a new ECCMA white paper for managing a data 
cleansing project, it was interesting to reflect on how much the industry has evolved and 
grown. Data quality is now clearly one of the industryõs buzz words. While not everyone is 
clear on the difference between data and information or what is and is not master data, we 
are definitely making impressive progress towards understanding what needs to be fixed.  

ISO 8000-110:2009 remains, of course, a major step in the right direction. The understand-
ing of the need for data requirement specifications is starting to take hold and I can still 
remember when there was a time, not very long ago, when I was trying to get my mind 
around a Federal Item Identification Guide (FIIG). Of course we now know that Identifi-
cation Guides, as data requirement statements, are the keys to unlocking data quality.  

It took some time for everyone to feel comfortable that the ECCMA Open Technical Dic-
tionary (eOTD) would not destroy their business model and that, as time went by, has 
clearly shown it has in fact provided very substantial business opportunities. We should 
also expect that it will take time for the data cleansing service providers and the data quality 
solution providers to become comfortable with the ECCMA Identification Guide Registry 
(eIGR), and the ECCMA Public Classification Registry (ePCR) that is currently being de-
veloped. Combined the eOTD, eIGR and ePCR constitute the components of the EC-
CMA ontology.  

To keep track of the authoritative sources of terminology, identification guides and classifi-
cations, as well as, to meet the requirements of ISO 8000-120 (data provenance) and ISO 
8000-130 (data accuracy), we need an organization registry such as the ECCMA Global 
Organization Registry (eGOR). I am sure there will be a need to improve on the standards, 
as well as, the registries but to a very large degree. We have completed the work we set out 
to do over ten years ago.  

With the major part of our development work behind us, ECCMA will depend more heav-
ily on our President of ECCMA India, Sheron Koshy and his team. They will be highly 
responsible for maintaining the registries, ISO 8000-110:2009 certification program and the 
ECCMA website. The ECCMA office in the U.S. will be focusing on working with the EC-
CMA membership to make the annual conference the leading international conference on 
Master Data Quality.  

Now is an opportunity to bring together those interested in cataloging and master data 
quality. With this in mind we have created a new class of membership, the ECCMA Associ-
ate Member, where the annual membership fee of $350 is within the reach of all companies 
regardless of their size. The ECCMA annual conference, our website and our newsletter 
represent great platforms to share our knowledge, network and learn from others of their 
challenges, opportunities and solutions.
